Violet Dunmyre began to learn hand sewing and 

embroidery from her seam-stress mother, 

Florence, as a young grade schooler.  By the time 

she was ten she was into quilting.  The seeds were 

sown early. 
 

Throughout her school years and into adulthood, 

Vie made many of her own clothes and 

collaborated with her mother in sewing her 

wedding dress. 
 

It was not until retirement that Vie found the time 

to really immerse herself in quilting.  She joined 

two quilting groups in which she sharpened her 

skills and  began to satisfy her appetite for 

mastering new techniques.   
 

Over time she became a “go-to” person sought out 

by beginners and experienced quilters, alike, to 

teach them her techniques and help them develop 

their skills.  These days she teaches and offers  

demonstrations for clubs and shows.   
 

Shaping her work according to her “no rules” 

philosophy Vie uses hand and machine techniques 

to create traditional and contemporary patterns as 

well as radical modifications, free form, and art 

quilts.

 Classes for Beginners: 
No prior experience necessary.  Students 

will be advised in purchasing fabric before 

the class.  All other supplies are included 

– even a sewing machine if you don’t 

have one or if yours isn’t portable.  These 

classes are designed as an introduction 

first to basic sewing and then move into 

piecing and quilting.  Our intention is that 

even the least experienced person will 

leave with a completed project.
